	· What Is Our Challenge? Set the context for the unit by explaining that their challenge is to design and make a new lunch box for Mr Grinling.

· Have a look at the Lunch Boxes: Why is it important to look at existing products? Explain that they are going to work as a group to evaluate different lunch boxes. They need to investigate the products by feeling, opening and closing and disassembling them.

· Comparing Lunch Boxes: Explain that there are some questions on their table that they need to discuss to help them evaluate the lunch boxes. Demonstrate to the class how to answer the questions using three lunch boxes as examples. Children work as a group to discuss and answer the questions on the Evaluating Lunch boxes Activity Sheet.

· Ranking the Lunch Boxes: Ask the children to place the lunch boxes in a line on their table ordering them from best to worst. Use the labels on the Evaluating Lunch Boxes Activity Sheet.

· Our Design Journey: Discuss the design process using the Lesson Presentation.

	The Lighthouse Keeper’s Lunch Box: Testing the Lunch Box
	· Design Criteria: Explain to children that they will be testing how well their lunch boxes work by sliding them down the washing line. What must our product do to be successful? Can the children talk about the design criteria and the materials used?

· Role-Play: Give the children roles from the story. Four children will be the seagulls and they will throw paper balls at the lunch box to represent the seagulls pecking at it. Two children will pour a small amount of water on the lunch box as it passes them to represent the rain.

· Testing: Give the children the Product Testing Activity Sheet to fill in when each lunch box is tested. The children will work in pairs to score the lunch box from 1 to 4 on each of the points on the design criteria. Test each lunch box on the rope.

· Evaluating: Explain that if the handle had broken they would need to make their product stronger. If the food had fallen out it would need to be more stable. If the seagulls had got in through the top then it might need to be stiffer. Ask the children to discuss in their pairs any improvements that need to be made. Take feedback. Children will then write these improvements on the bottom section of the Product Testing Activity Sheet.

· Making Area: Encourage the children to work together to gather the resources for their table and set up their own making area.

· Improving: Children work with their partner to make the improvements to their lunch boxes to meet the design criteria.

· Make It Appealing: Look at the point on the design criteria that states: ‘It should be appealing to Mr Grinling.’ Show the children a selection of pictures from A Few of My Favourite Things Activity Sheet. Which do you think Mr Grinling would like on his lunch box? Explain that they could add some of these to their lunch boxes to make it more appealing to Mr Grinling or they could create their own decorations.

· Evaluate: Explain that they are now at stage 5 of the design process. Children fill in the bottom section  of the Retesting Activity Sheet

· Children should explore the different techniques modelled to join their pieces to the background fabric. Children attach sequins, buttons, string, wool, thread and ribbon using the same techniques.

· Running Stitch: Whilst the class are working on ‘Transform a Fabric’, focus on small groups of children to teach them how to sew a running stitch.

· Children complete the Evaluating Our Joining Techniques Activity Sheet where they assess their ability to join fabrics and other materials. Read out the questions and children tick their responses.

Explain that the design criteria will be used to help the children create their designs and to evaluate their final product.

· Children use the differentiated My Final Design Activity Sheets to design their fabric faces. Children first talk about their ideas, then create a simple annotated drawing of their design. Annotations will include the techniques they will use to join the different fabrics and materials together. They then list the tools, fabrics and materials needed to create their final designs.

· Top Making Tips: Use the design modelled last session to help create a fabric face. Explain and demonstrate the top tips from the Lesson Presentation as the fabric face is made.

· Let’s Get Making! Children closely follow their designs to make their fabric faces.

· Sharing and Celebrating Our Fabric Faces: Children share and celebrate the finished pieces, discussing the differences in the chosen fabrics, materials and joining techniques. 	· Introduce the eatwell plate and discuss where the food on their mat belongs on the plate and whether it is healthy or not. Why is it important to eat vegetables? Initiate discussion. Fruits and vegetables are rich in vitamins and minerals that help you feel healthy and energised. Explain that eating plenty of fruits and vegetables may help reduce the risk of many diseases; including heart disease, high blood pressure, and some cancers.

· Taste and Evaluate: Children use tasting spoons to sample the different salads and then write a short evaluation about the salad using the Salad Evaluation Activity Sheet.

· Tally Chart: Explain that next week children will be making their favourite root vegetable salad so I need to know which salad was the classes’ favourite. Complete a tally chart to record their votes.
	All children can: 
· taste salads made from root vegetables and explain what I like about them and how they could be improved

· say which salad I liked the most and why

· Evaluation: Ask children to explain and talk about what they did, what went well and what could have been improved. Help the children evaluate their work against the recipe and the preparation skills and techniques discussed. On the Root Vegetable Evaluation Activity Sheet, children write about what they found tricky, describe the taste of the salad, draw a picture and give it a mark out of 5.

· Eatwell Plate: Explain that some food that we eat has to be caught like fish. Explain that fish is really good for them to eat. Discuss where fish belongs on the eatwell plate and explain that fish provides us with protein. Protein helps us to grow, be strong and repair our body.

· Why should we eat fish? Explain that Fish and shellfish are good sources of many vitamins and minerals. Oily fish contains a special type of fat which helps keep our heart healthy but we shouldn’t eat too much oily fish.

· Fishy Facts: In partners children verbally create a sentence about what they have been learning during the lesson

· Children make a fish to record what they have learnt about the fish they eat. Using the Fishy Facts Activity Sheet and the Word Mat Activity Sheet, children write a short sentence about what they have learnt about the importance of eating fish and where the fish we eat comes from.
